Kingdom Ministries International (KMI) is a “gathering 

of a tribe” of believers who share a common mission, 

vision and destiny in the Kingdom of God.

Under the 

sovereign leading of the Lord, believers, ministers and 

churches began to come to the Morgan’s for apostolic 

oversight, prophetic direction and wise counsel for their 

lives and ministries. The work of Kingdom Ministries 

International was born. 

 

The Lord said to annually “gather the tribe,” so that His 

disciples could meet with Him, and with each other, Pa-

nim El Panim – Face To Face. KMI began these “tribal 

gatherings” in 2002. Each year lives and ministries have 

been powerfully changed, restored, released and fired-up 

by the power of the Holy Spirit.

Meeting with other believers from around the world, who 

share similar understanding, vision and calling, the tribe 

was strongly encouraged and empowered to fulfill their 

ministries, knowing that they are not alone, and are hear-

ing clearly and accurately from the Lord. 

 

As a “tribal gathering,” Panim El Panim is not a 

“conference.” We want to create a “dwelling place for the 

Holy Spirit” so that God’s prophetic purposes for the 

weekend can be accomplished. To achieve this we en-

deavor to keep the meetings flexible under the direction 

of the Lord. 

 

This year we are expecting, anticipating and believing for 

an even greater “Face to Face” encounter with God and 

with each other.
